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1. INTRODUCTION
1.1. [bookmark: _TOC_250064]PURPOSE AND BACKGROUND

The Washington State Department of Commerce (Commerce), is requesting proposals from organizations interested in helping ensure a complete count of people in Washington during the 2020 census. Commerce intends to award multiple grants of up to $20,000 each to provide the services described in this Request for Proposals (RFP).
Washington will be convening two statewide “complete count committees,” one broadly representative of the state’s diverse communities, and one of state agencies to ensure that the state government itself is working to promote census participation.

These grants are intended to complement the statewide committees by building local capacity in support of the statewide effort to ensure all geographies and cultural and linguistic communities are fully and accurately counted in the 2020 census. Toward that end, cities, counties, non-profit organizations, tribes, and other entities, are encouraged to develop plans for outreach and messaging “hard to count” populations and areas.

The U.S. Census Bureau has defined1 groups that have been hard to count in previous censuses as including:
· racial and ethnic minorities
· persons who do not speak English fluently
· lower income persons
· homeless persons
· undocumented immigrants
· young mobile persons
· children
· persons who are angry at and/or distrust the government
· LGBTQ persons

In addition to hard to count populations, the Census Bureau has identified geographic areas with low self-response rates on the 2010 Census. A map of these “hard to count” areas is available at: http://www.censushardtocountmaps2020.us/.
In addition, for the first time during the 2020 census, the majority of households will be asked to respond online. Lack of access to speedy internet, and unfamiliarity with or mistrust of computers, could also be barriers to achieving a full count.
1.2. OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE OF WORK

These grants are a key component of the state strategy for ensuring an accurate count of Washington populations. They are designed to be an incentive for local organizations with strong connections to “hard to count” communities to mobilize and help ensure a complete count in 2020. Proposals to further this goal could include:

· Convening groups and individuals to provide a multiplier effect for local efforts. This might include forming or supporting local complete count committees.
· Developing materials that encourage census participation, and that resonate with particular communities or can be replicated statewide.
· Providing insights from community experiences for the state-wide communication strategy leading up to the census and to promote participation in 2020.
· Developing strategies and plans to facilitate use of the online option for census completion.

· Developing plans for providing advice and technical support to individuals needing assistance with technology or interpretation
· Developing strategies and plans to mobilize participants in the census period (March to July 2020).

In addition, grantees will be expected to report to Commerce at least quarterly on deliverables and expenditures, and may be asked to share findings with the statewide Complete Count Committees.
1.3 [bookmark: _TOC_250063]MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

Minimum qualifications include:
· Licensed to do business in the State of Washington or provide a commitment that it will become licensed in Washington within thirty (30) calendar days of being selected as an Apparently Successful Contractor.
· Evidence of extensive connections with the communities the proposal intends to engage
· Experience with outreach to communities identified in the proposal
· Experience with message development and community mobilization
1.4 [bookmark: _TOC_250062]PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The period of performance of any contract resulting from this RFP is tentatively scheduled to begin on or about September 22, 2018 and to end on June 30, 2019. Commerce may extend the contract for up to two one-year periods.
1.5 CONTRACTING WITH CURRENT OR FORMER STATE EMPLOYEES

Specific restrictions apply to contracting with current or former state employees pursuant to chapter
42.52 of the Revised Code of Washington.	Proposers should familiarize themselves with the requirements prior to submitting a proposal that includes current or former state employees.
1.6 [bookmark: _TOC_250061]DEFINITIONS

Definitions for the purposes of this RFP include:
Apparent Successful Contractors: The organization(s) selected as the entities to perform the anticipated services, subject to completion of contract negotiations and execution of written contracts.
Consultant: Organization interested in the RFP that may or does submit a proposal in order to attain a contract with Commerce.
Contractor: Organization whose proposal has been accepted by Commerce and is awarded a fully executed, written contract.
Commerce: The agency of the state of Washington that is issuing this RFP and administering this grant program.
Proposal: A formal offer submitted in response to this RFP.
Proposer: Organization that submits a proposal in order to attain a contract with Commerce.
Request for Proposals (RFP): This document, or generally, a formal procurement document in which a service or need is identified but no specific method to achieve it has been chosen. The purpose of an RFP is to permit the consultant community to suggest various approaches to meet the need at a given price.

Commerce will be bound only to Commerce written answers to questions. Questions arising at the pre- proposal conference or in subsequent communication with the RFP Coordinator will be documented and answered in written form. A copy of the questions and answers will be sent to each prospective Consultant that has made the RFP Coordinator aware of its interest in this procurement.

2.4 [bookmark: _TOC_250056]SUBMISSION OF PROPOSALS
The proposal must be received by the RFP Coordinator no later than 5pm Pacific Daylight Time, in Olympia, Washington, on August 24, 2018.
Proposals must be submitted electronically as an attachment to an e-mail to the RFP Coordinator, at the e-mail address listed in Section 2.1. Attachments to e-mail shall be in Microsoft Word format or PDF. Zipped files cannot be received by Commerce and cannot be used for submission of proposals.

The cover submittal letter and the Certifications and Assurances form must have a scanned signature of the individual within the organization authorized to bind the Consultant to the offer.
Commerce does not assume responsibility for problems with Consultant’s e-mail. If Commerce email is not working, appropriate allowances will be made.

Consultants should allow sufficient time to ensure timely receipt of the proposal by the RFP Coordinator. Late proposals will not be accepted and will be automatically disqualified from further consideration, unless Commerce e-mail is found to be at fault. All proposals and any accompanying documentation become the property of Commerce and will not be returned.

2.5 [bookmark: _TOC_250055]REVISIONS TO THE RFP
In the event it becomes necessary to revise any part of this RFP, addenda will be provided via e-mail to all individuals who have made the RFP Coordinator aware of their interest. Addenda will also be published on Washington’s Electronic Bid System (WEBS). The website can be located at https://fortress.wa.gov/ga/webs/. For this purpose, the published questions and answers and any other pertinent information shall be provided as an addendum to the RFP and will be placed on the website. Such addenda will also be published on an Agency page, located at http://www.commerce.wa.gov/serving-communities/current-opportunities/.
If you downloaded this RFP from the Agency website located at www.commerce.wa.gov, you are responsible for sending your name, e-mail address, and telephone number to the RFP Coordinator in order for your organization to receive any RFP addenda.

Commerce also reserves the right to cancel or to reissue the RFP in whole or in part, prior to execution of a contract.
2.6 [bookmark: _TOC_250054]COMPLAINT PROCESS

Vendors may submit a complaint to Commerce based on any of following:
a) The solicitation unnecessarily restricts competition;
b) The solicitation evaluation or scoring process is unfair; or
c) The solicitation requirements are inadequate or insufficient to prepare a response.

A complaint may be submitted to Commerce at any time prior to 5 days before the bid response deadline. The complaint must meet the following requirements:
a) The complaint must be in writing;
b) The complaint must be sent to the RFP coordinator in a timely manner;
c) The complaint should clearly articulate the basis for the complaint; and
d) The complaint should include a proposed remedy.
The RFP coordinator will respond to the complaint in writing. The response to the complaint and any changes to the solicitation will be posted on WEBS. The Director of Commerce will be notified of all complaints and will be provided a copy of Commerce’s response. The complaint may not be raised again during the protest period. Commerce’s action or inaction in response to the complaint will be final. There will be no appeal process.
2.7 [bookmark: _TOC_250053]RESPONSIVENESS

All proposals will be reviewed by the RFP Coordinator to determine compliance with administrative requirements and instructions specified in this RFP. The Consultant is specifically notified that failure to comply with any part of the RFP may result in rejection of the proposal as non-responsive.
Commerce also reserves the right at its sole discretion to waive minor administrative irregularities.
2.8 CONTRACT GENERAL TERMS & CONDITIONS

The apparent successful contractor will be expected to enter into a contract which is substantially the same as the sample contract and its general terms and conditions attached as Exhibit B. The Consultant may submit exceptions as allowed in the Certifications and Assurances form, Exhibit A to this solicitation. All exceptions to the contract terms and conditions must be submitted as an attachment to Exhibit A, Certifications and Assurances form. Commerce will review requested exceptions and accept or reject the same at its sole discretion.
2.9 [bookmark: _TOC_250052]COSTS TO PROPOSE
Commerce will not be liable for any costs incurred by the Consultant in responding to this RFP.
2.10 [bookmark: _TOC_250051]REJECTION OF PROPOSALS
Commerce reserves the right at its sole discretion to reject any and all proposals received without penalty and not to issue a contract as a result of this RFP.
2.11 [bookmark: _TOC_250050]ELECTRONIC PAYMENT
The state of Washington prefers to utilize electronic payment in its transactions. The successful contractor will be provided a form to complete with the contract to authorize such payment method.

3. [bookmark: _TOC_250049]PROPOSAL CONTENTS
Proposals must be written in English and submitted electronically to the RFP Coordinator in the order noted below:
1. Letter of Submittal, including signed Certifications and Assurances (Exhibit A to this RFP)
2. Grant Proposal
3. Management Proposal

Proposals must provide information in the same order as presented in this document with the same headings. This will not only be helpful to the evaluators of the proposal, but should assist the Consultant in preparing a thorough response.

Items marked “mandatory” must be included as part of the proposal for the proposal to be considered responsive, however, these items are not scored. Items marked “scored” are those that are awarded points as part of the evaluation conducted by the evaluation team.

3.1. LETTER OF SUBMITTAL (MANDATORY)
The Letter of Submittal and the attached Certifications and Assurances form (Exhibit A to this RFP) must be signed and dated by a person authorized to legally bind the Consultant to a contractual relationship, e.g., the President or Executive Director if a corporation, the managing partner if a partnership, or the proprietor if a sole proprietorship. Along with introductory remarks, the Letter of Submittal is to include by attachment the following information about the Consultant and any proposed subcontractors:
1. Name, address, principal place of business, telephone number, and e-mail address of legal entity or individual with whom contract would be written.
2. Name, address, and telephone number of each principal officer (President, Vice President, Treasurer, Chairperson of the Board of Directors, etc.)
3. Legal status of the Consultant (local government, non-profit, sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, etc.) and the year the entity was organized to do business as the entity now substantially exists.
4. Federal Employer Tax Identification number or Social Security number and the Washington Uniform Business Identification (UBI) number issued by the state of Washington Department of Revenue. If the Consultant does not have a UBI number, the Consultant must state that it will become licensed in Washington within thirty (30) calendar days of being selected as the Apparently Successful Contractor.
5. Location of the facility from which the Consultant would operate.
6. Identify any state employees or former state employees employed or on the firm’s governing board as of the date of the proposal. Include their position and responsibilities within the Consultant’s organization. If following a review of this information, it is determined by Commerce that a conflict of interest exists, the Consultant may be disqualified from further consideration for the award of a contract.

3.2. GRANT PROPOSAL (SCORED)

The Technical Proposal must contain a comprehensive description of services including the following elements:

A. Project Approach/Methodology: Include a complete description of the Consultant’s proposed approach and methodology for the project. This section should convey Consultant’s understanding of the purpose and goals of the proposed project, and describe the hard to count communities that the Consultant will target.

B. Work Plan and Schedule: Include all project requirements and the proposed tasks, services, activities, etc. necessary to accomplish the scope of the project defined in this RFP. This section of the technical proposal must contain sufficient detail to convey to members of the evaluation team the Consultant’s knowledge of the subjects and skills necessary to successfully complete the project. Include any required involvement of Commerce staff. The Consultant may also present any creative approaches that might be appropriate and may provide any pertinent supporting documentation. Include a project schedule indicating when the elements of the work will be completed. The period of performance is anticipated to be September 1, 2018 to June 30, 2019.

C. Outcomes and Deliverables: Describe the impacts/outcomes the Consultants propose to achieve as a result of providing these services including how these outcomes would be monitored, measured and reported to Commerce. Describe deliverables to be submitted

under the proposed contract. Deliverables must support the requirements set forth in Section 1.2, Objectives and Scope of Work.

D. Cost: The fee for this contract must be $20,000 or less to be considered responsive to this RFP. Identify all costs including expenses to be charged for performing the services necessary to accomplish the objectives of the contract, including sales and use taxes, and any costs for subcontractors. Consultants are required to collect and pay Washington state sales and use taxes, as applicable.

3.3. [bookmark: _TOC_250048]MANAGEMENT PROPOSAL
A. Project Management (SCORED)

1. Project Team Structure/Internal Controls: Provide a description of the proposed project team structure, including any subcontractors.
2. Staff Qualifications/Experience: Identify staff, including subcontractors, who will be assigned to the potential contract, indicating the responsibilities and qualifications of each person. Consider providing resumes for the named staff, which include information on the individual’s particular skills related to this project, education, experience, significant accomplishments and any other pertinent information.

B. Experience of the Consultant (SCORED)

1. Indicate the experience the Consultant and any subcontractors have in the following areas:
a. Strong connection to the community or communities that will be mobilized
b. Project management skill
c. Communication skills

2. Indicate other relevant experience that indicates the qualifications of the Consultant, and any subcontractors, for the performance of the potential contract.

3. Include a list of contracts the Consultant has had during the last five years that relate to the Consultant’s ability to perform the services needed under this RFP. List contract reference numbers, contract period of performance, contact persons, telephone numbers, and fax numbers/e-mail addresses.
C. Related Information (MANDATORY)

1. If the Consultant or any subcontractor contracted with the state of Washington during the past 24 months, indicate the name of the agency, the contract number and project description and/or other information available to identify the contract.
2. If the Consultant’s staff or subcontractor’s staff was an employee of the state of Washington during the past 24 months, or is currently a Washington State employee, identify the individual by name, the agency previously or currently employed by, job title or position held and separation date.
3. If the Consultant has had a contract terminated for default in the last five years, describe such incident. Termination for default is defined as notice to stop performance due to the Consultant’s non-performance or poor performance and the issue of performance was either (a) not litigated due to inaction on the part of the Proposer, or (b) litigated and such litigation determined that the Proposer was in default.
4. Submit full details of the terms for default including the other party's name, address, and phone number. Present the Consultant’s position on the matter. Commerce will evaluate the facts and may, at its sole discretion, reject the proposal on the grounds of the past experience. If no such termination for default has been experienced by the Consultant in the past five years, so indicate.

D. References (MANDATORY)
List names, addresses, telephone numbers, and fax numbers/e-mail addresses of up to three
(3) professional references for the Consultant and briefly describe the type of service provided. Do not include current Commerce staff as references. By submitting a proposal in response to this Work Request, the vendor and team members grant permission to Commerce to contact these references and others, who from Commerce’s perspective, may have pertinent information. Commerce may or may not, at Commerce’s discretion, contact references. Commerce may evaluate references at Commerce’s discretion.

E. OMWBE Certification (OPTIONAL AND NOT SCORED)

Include proof of certification issued by the Washington State Office of Minority and Womens Business Enterprises (OMWBE) if certified minority-owned firm and/or women-owned firm(s) will be participating on this project. For information: http://www.omwbe.wa.gov.

4. [bookmark: _TOC_250047]EVALUATION AND CONTRACT AWARD
4.1. [bookmark: _TOC_250046]EVALUATION PROCEDURE

Responsive proposals will be evaluated strictly in accordance with the requirements stated in this RFP and any addenda issued. The evaluation of proposals shall be accomplished by an evaluation team(s), to be designated by Commerce, which will determine the ranking of the proposals.
The RFP Coordinator may contact the Consultant for clarification of any portion of the Consultant’s proposal.

4.2. [bookmark: _TOC_250045]EVALUATION WEIGHTING AND SCORING

The following points will be assigned to the proposal for evaluation purposes:
Grant Proposal	60 points
Project Approach/Methodology	20 points (maximum) Quality of Work Plan	20 points (maximum)
Outcomes and Deliverables	15 points (maximum)
Cost	5 points (maximum)

Management Proposal	40 points
Project Management	20 points (maximum) Experience of the Consultant	20 points (maximum)

TOTAL	100 points (maximum)
Proposals must score at least 60 points to be considered for funding.
Commerce reserves the right to award the contracts to the Consultants whose proposals are deemed to be in the best interest of Commerce and the state of Washington.

As part of final funding decisions for proposals scoring over 60 points, Commerce will also consider factors like geography, diversity of hard to count communities, and types of activities proposed to ensure a diversity of approaches are funded through the multiple grants available under this program.

4.3. [bookmark: _TOC_250044]NOTIFICATION TO PROPOSERS

Commerce will notify the Apparently Successful Contractors of their selection in writing upon completion of the evaluation process. Individuals or firms whose proposals were not selected for further negotiation or award will be notified separately by e-mail.

4.4. [bookmark: _TOC_250043]DEBRIEFING OF UNSUCCESSFUL PROPOSERS

Any Consultant who has submitted a proposal and been notified that they were not selected for contract award may request a debriefing. The request for a debriefing conference must be received by the RFP Coordinator within three (3) business days after the Unsuccessful Consultant Notification is e-mailed or faxed to the Consultant. Debriefing requests must be received by the RFP Coordinator no later than 5:00 PM, local time, in Olympia, Washington on the third business day following the transmittal of the Unsuccessful Consultant Notification. The debriefing must be held within three (3) business days of the request.
Discussion at the debriefing conference will be limited to the following:

· Evaluation and scoring of the firm’s proposal;
· Critique of the proposal based on the evaluation;
· Review of proposer’s final score in comparison with other final scores without identifying the other firms.
Comparisons between proposals or evaluations of the other proposals will not be allowed. Debriefing conferences may be conducted in person or on the telephone and will be scheduled for a maximum of one hour.
4.5. [bookmark: _TOC_250042]PROTEST PROCEDURE

Protests may be made only by Consultants who submitted a response to this solicitation document and who have participated in a debriefing conference. Upon completing the debriefing conference, the Consultant is allowed five (5) business days to file a protest of the acquisition with the RFP Coordinator. Protests must be received by the RFP Coordinator no later than 5:00 PM, local time, in Olympia, Washington on the fifth business day following the debriefing. Protests may be submitted by e-mail, but must then be followed by the document with an original signature.

Consultants protesting this procurement shall follow the procedures described below. Protests that do not follow these procedures shall not be considered. This protest procedure constitutes the sole administrative remedy available to Consultants under this procurement.
All protests must be in writing, addressed to the RFP Coordinator, and signed by the protesting party or an authorized Agent. The protest must state the RFP number, the grounds for the protest with specific facts and complete statements of the action(s) being protested. A description of the relief or corrective action being requested should also be included.
Only protests stipulating an issue of fact concerning the following subjects shall be considered:
· A matter of bias, discrimination or conflict of interest on the part of an evaluator;
· Errors in computing the score;
· Non-compliance with procedures described in the RFP or Commerce policy.
Protests not based on procedural matters will not be considered. Protests will be rejected as without merit if they address issues such as: 1) an evaluator’s professional judgment on the quality of a proposal, or 2) Commerce’s assessment of its own and/or other agencies needs or requirements.

Upon receipt of a protest, a protest review will be held by Commerce. The Commerce Director or an employee delegated by the Director who was not involved in the procurement will consider the record

and all available facts and issue a decision within five (5) business days of receipt of the protest. If additional time is required, the protesting party will be notified of the delay.
In the event a protest may affect the interest of another Consultant that also submitted a proposal, such Consultant will be given an opportunity to submit its views and any relevant information on the protest to the RFP Coordinator.

The final determination of the protest shall:
· Find the protest lacking in merit and uphold Commerce’s action; or
· Find only technical or harmless errors in Commerce’s acquisition process and determine Commerce to be in substantial compliance and reject the protest; or
· Find merit in the protest and provide Commerce options which may include:
--Correct the errors and re-evaluate all proposals, and/or
--Reissue the solicitation document and begin a new process, or
--Make other findings and determine other courses of action as appropriate.

If Commerce determines that the protest is without merit, Commerce will enter into contracts with the apparently successful contractors. If the protest is determined to have merit, one of the alternatives noted in the preceding paragraph will be taken.

CERTIFICATIONS AND ASSURANCES


I/we make the following certifications and assurances as a required element of the proposal to which it is attached, understanding that the truthfulness of the facts affirmed here and the continuing compliance with these requirements are conditions precedent to the award or continuation of the related contract:
1. I/we declare that all answers and statements made in the proposal are true and correct.

2. The prices and/or cost data have been determined independently, without consultation, communication, or agreement with others for the purpose of restricting competition. However, I/we may freely join with other persons or organizations for the purpose of presenting a single proposal.

3. The attached proposal is a firm offer for a period of 60 days following receipt, and it may be accepted by Commerce without further negotiation (except where obviously required by lack of certainty in key terms) at any time within the 60-day period.

4. In preparing this proposal, I/we have not been assisted by any current or former employee of the state of Washington whose duties relate (or did relate) to this proposal or prospective contract, and who was assisting in other than his or her official, public capacity. If there are exceptions to these assurances, I/we have described them in full detail on a separate page attached to this document.

5. I/we understand that Commerce will not reimburse me/us for any costs incurred in the preparation of this proposal. All proposals become the property of Commerce, and I/we claim no proprietary right to the ideas, writings, items, or samples, unless so stated in this proposal.
6. Unless otherwise required by law, the prices and/or cost data which have been submitted have not been knowingly disclosed by the Proposer and will not knowingly be disclosed by him/her prior to opening, directly or indirectly, to any other Proposer or to any competitor.
7. I/we agree that submission of the attached proposal constitutes acceptance of the solicitation contents and the attached sample contract and general terms and conditions. D. "Grantee" shall mean the entity identified on the face sheet performing service(s) under this Grant, and shall include all employees and agents of the Grantee.
E. “Personal Information” shall mean information identifiable to any person, including, but not limited to, information that relates to a person’s name, health, finances, education, business, use or receipt of governmental services or other activities, addresses, telephone numbers, social security numbers, driver license numbers, other identifying numbers, and any financial identifiers.
F. ”State” shall mean the state of Washington.
G. "Subgrantee/subcontractor" shall mean one not in the employment of the Grantee, who is performing all or part of those services under this Grant under a separate Grant with the Grantee. The terms “subgrantee/subcontractor” refers to any tier.

Identify the individual by name, the agency previously or currently employed by, job title or position held, and separation date. If it is determined by COMMERCE that a conflict of interest exists, the Grantee may be disqualified from further consideration for the award of a Grant.
In the event this contract is terminated as provided above, COMMERCE shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against the Grantee as it could pursue in the event of a breach of the contract by the Grantee. The rights and remedies of COMMERCE provided for in this clause shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law. Every subcontract shall include a term that COMMERCE and the State of Washington are not liable for claims or damages arising from a Subcontractor’s performance of the subcontract.

Before suspending or terminating the Grant, COMMERCE shall notify the Grantee in writing of the need to take corrective action. If corrective action is not taken within 30 calendar days, the Grant may be terminated or suspended.
In the event of termination or suspension, the Grantee shall be liable for damages as authorized by law including, but not limited to, any cost difference between the original Grant and the replacement or cover Grant and all administrative costs directly related to the replacement Grant, e.g., cost of the competitive bidding, mailing, advertising and staff time.
COMMERCE reserves the right to suspend all or part of the Grant, withhold further payments, or prohibit the Grantee from incurring additional obligations of funds during investigation of the alleged compliance breach and pending corrective action by the Grantee or a decision by
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COMMERCE to terminate the Grant. A termination shall be deemed a “Termination for Convenience” if it is determined that the Grantee: (1) was not in default; or (2) failure to perform was outside of his or her control, fault or negligence.
The rights and remedies of COMMERCE provided in this Grant are not exclusive and are, in addition to any other rights and remedies, provided by law.
36. [bookmark: _TOC_250003]TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE
Except as otherwise provided in this Grant, COMMERCE may, by ten (10) business days written notice, beginning on the second day after the mailing, terminate this Grant, in whole or in part. If this Grant is so terminated, COMMERCE shall be liable only for payment required under the terms of this Grant for services rendered or goods delivered prior to the effective date of termination.
37. [bookmark: _TOC_250002]TERMINATION PROCEDURES
Upon termination of this Grant, COMMERCE, in addition to any other rights provided in this Grant, may require the Grantee to deliver to COMMERCE any property specifically produced or acquired for the performance of such part of this Grant as has been terminated. The provisions of the "Treatment of Assets" clause shall apply in such property transfer.
COMMERCE shall pay to the Grantee the agreed upon price, if separately stated, for completed work and services accepted by COMMERCE, and the amount agreed upon by the Grantee and COMMERCE for (i) completed work and services for which no separate price is stated, (ii) partially completed work and services, (iii) other property or services that are accepted by COMMERCE, and (iv) the protection and preservation of property, unless the termination is for default, in which case the Authorized Representative shall determine the extent of the liability of COMMERCE. Failure to agree with such determination shall be a dispute within the meaning of the "Disputes" clause of this Grant. COMMERCE may withhold from any amounts due the Grantee such sum as the Authorized Representative determines to be necessary to protect COMMERCE against potential loss or liability.
The rights and remedies of COMMERCE provided in this section shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.
After receipt of a notice of termination, and except as otherwise directed by the Authorized Representative, the Grantee shall:
1. Stop work under the Grant on the date, and to the extent specified, in the notice;
2. Place no further orders or subgrants/subcontracts for materials, services, or facilities except as may be necessary for completion of such portion of the work under the Grant that is not terminated;
3. Assign to COMMERCE, in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by the Authorized Representative, all of the rights, title, and interest of the Grantee under the orders and subgrants/subcontracts so terminated, in which case COMMERCE has the right, at its discretion, to settle or pay any or all claims arising out of the termination of such orders and subgrants/subcontracts;
4. Settle all outstanding liabilities and all claims arising out of such termination of orders and subcontracts, with the approval or ratification of the Authorized Representative to the extent the Authorized Representative may require, which approval or ratification shall be final for all the purposes of this clause;
5. Transfer title to COMMERCE and deliver in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by the Authorized Representative any property which, if the Grant had been completed, would have been required to be furnished to COMMERCE;
6. Complete performance of such part of the work as shall not have been terminated by the Authorized Representative; and
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7. Take such action as may be necessary, or as the Authorized Representative may direct, for the protection and preservation of the property related to this Grant, which is in the possession of the Grantee and in which COMMERCE has or may acquire an interest.
38. [bookmark: _TOC_250001]TREATMENT OF ASSETS
Title to all property furnished by COMMERCE shall remain in COMMERCE. Title to all property furnished by the Grantee, for the cost of which the Grantee is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost under this Grant, shall pass to and vest in COMMERCE upon delivery of such property by the Grantee. Title to other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the Grantee under this Grant, shall pass to and vest in COMMERCE upon (i) issuance for use of such property in the performance of this Grant, or (ii) commencement of use of such property in the performance of this Grant, or (iii) reimbursement of the cost thereof by COMMERCE in whole or in part, whichever first occurs.
A. Any property of COMMERCE furnished to the Grantee shall, unless otherwise provided herein or approved by COMMERCE, be used only for the performance of this Grant.
B. The Grantee shall be responsible for any loss or damage to property of COMMERCE that results from the negligence of the Grantee or which results from the failure on the part of the Grantee to maintain and administer that property in accordance with sound management practices.
C. If any COMMERCE property is lost, destroyed or damaged, the Grantee shall immediately notify COMMERCE and shall take all reasonable steps to protect the property from further damage.
D. The Grantee shall surrender to COMMERCE all property of COMMERCE prior to settlement upon completion, termination or cancellation of this Grant
All reference to the Grantee under this clause shall also include Grantee’s employees, agents or Subgrantees/Subcontractors.

Waiver of any default or breach shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent default or breach. Any waiver shall not be construed to be a modification of the terms of this Grant unless stated to be such in writing and signed by Authorized Representative of COMMERCE.
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
